WHAT IS THE TIME COMMITMENT?

It only takes 2 days to help make a lasting impact. The first step is a training session, where we prepare you on
how to review an application and what items are important when evaluating funding decisions. All training will
take place at the United Way of the Lowcountry office, located at 1277 Ribaut Road in Beaufort.

Based on your availability and interest, you will be assigned to a panel responsible for reviewing funding
applications for up to 3 agencies. These panels are filled with volunteers, just like you, who want to make a
difference in their community. After you have selected a panel to serve on and have been trained, you will visit the
sites of those applicant agencies on your panel’s assigned date, found below. At the site visit, you will have the
opportunity to see your investment dollars hard at work and ensure donated dollars are being spent efficiently.
